1. Welcome

The participants of the Management Committee (MC) meeting were welcomed by the Action Chair, Dr Cristian Marchioli. Meeting opens at 9:30.

2. Adoption of the MC meeting agenda

The agenda of the meeting was approved without changes or additions by the MC members. 

3. Presentation of the delegations

A total of 19 participants from the following 13 Parties attended the meeting: Austria (AT), Finland (FI), France (FR), Germany (DE), Italy (IT), Netherlands (NL), Norway (NO), Poland (PL), Portugal (PT), Romania (RO), Slovenia (SL), Sweden (SE), United Kingdom (UK).  

With 13 of the 16 (81%) Parties having accepted the MoU to date represented at this meeting the quorum of 2/3 required under COST rules (see COST 4159/10 Annex II Art. 8) is attained.

4. News from the Chair (C. Marchioli)

The Chair informed the MC about current status of the Action: up to the date of the meeting, 16 countries are included in the Action. New countries (Denmark, Estonia) manifested an interest to join the Action, while other groups (belonging to already-participating countries) joined the Action after the Action's 2nd MC/WG meeting held in Nancy. The total number of Action participants up to the date of the meeting is 75: 39 participants have joined WG1, 22 have joined WG2, 39 have joined WG3. The presentation is found in Annex 3.

The Chair also informed the MC about the outcome of the Annual Progress Conference of COST’s FPS Domain, which was held in Copenhagen on March, 6-8.

5. Progress report of working groups
The leader of each WG (J. Salmela for WG1, M.G. Rasteiro for WG2, C. Marchioli for WG3) presented to the participants an update on the status of the WG activities related to the Knowledge Base and to the selected test case problems. These activities were discussed in parallel WG meetings held the day before the MC meeting. More details are provided in the WG meeting minutes downloadable from the Action website (http://www.fp1005.cism.it).
6. Action planning 

The Chair updated the MC about the budget status for the first GP, indicating the expected final claims. The Chair also presented a preliminary budget plan for the second GP, based on a presumed allocated budget of 112,700€ on the basis of 16 Parties. The budget allocated for STSM is 20% of the total scientific expenditure.
7. Training Schools 

7.1 TS 2012 on “Experimental methods for fiber suspension flows”
The Chair updated the MC on TS schedule, expected number of lecturers and attendees.
· Dates are confirmed: 18-21 June 2012.

· Up to the meeting date, the following lectures have agreed to act as trainers: Bob Powell (UC Davis), Johan Wiklund (SIK - Swedish Institute for Food and Biotechnology), Markko Myllys (University of Jyväskylä), Janne Lauri (University of Oulu). 
· The MC agrees to reimburse Bob Powell even if he is from a non-COST country. The reason is that Bob Powell is one of the few worldwide experts in MRI (Magnetic Resonance Imaging) flow measurement techniques and trainees will benefit greatly from his contribution as lecturer. To the MC’s knowledge, there is no alternative candidate from COST country institutions.
· The expected number of trainees is between 12 and 15. Up to the meeting date, 8 applications (including intentions to apply) were received.

7.2 TS 2013 on “Non-ideal particles and aggregates in complex flows”
The MC approved the Chair’s proposal to organize a TS on modelling of non-ideal particles and aggregates in turbulence.
· The TS will be organized jointly with COST Action MP0806 “Particles in turbulence” and will be held at the International Centre of Mechanical Sciences (CISM) in Udine (Italy).
· Because it will be a joint event, a large number of participants (30/40) is expected.
· Tentative dates are June 24-28, 2013. Possible alternative dates are July 1-5, 2013.

8. Short Term Scientific Missions (STSM)

The STSM Coordinator (D. Asendrych) reported in the status of STSMs up to the meeting date (presentation is found in Annex 4). The following STSM applications have been submitted and accepted during calls I, II, and III of the first Grant Period (GP):

Beneficiary: Mr. Afshin Abbasi Hoseini (STSM #9464) ESR, STSM under way

Beneficiary: Dr. Sergio Chibbaro (STSM #10296)

Beneficiary: Prof. Mike W. Reeks (STSM #10336)
60% of STSM beneficiaries are ESRs (3/5), 20% are females (1/5).
Applications from Mr. A. Abbasi Hoseini, Dr. S. Chibbaro and Prof. M.W: Reeks were approved by the STSM Coordinator and by the Action’s Core Group, according the procedure established by the MC during the 2nd MC Meeting (14 October 2011, INP, Nancy).

Because of the low number of applications received during the first GP, the MC has decided to change the STSM submission procedure and remove calls. Starting from the second GP, the procedure will allow for continuous submission of STSM applications over the GP (no calls for applications) with the only requirement that applications are submitted at least one month before the STSM’s start date indicated in the application form.
9. Dissemination
9.1 Publications
The Chair informed the MC about the current status of publications published in the frame of the Action. Up to the meeting date, there is one publication on international ISI journals and one Conference contribution. It is reminded to acknowledge the Action in all publications produced in the frame of the Action’s activities.
9.2 Annual report

The Chair informs the MC members that he will send a message requiring the information necessary to prepare the annual report that is due by the end of 2012.

9.3 Dissemination strategies

The following strategies to advertise the Action activities were implemented:

· Contact Pulp & Paper Research Centers in Itay (Milan)

· Present the Action and its activities at the Symposium on ”Rheology of nano and natural composites”, which will take place during the XVIth Int. Congress on Rheology (Lisbon, August 5-10, 2012). An abstract has been submitted and accepted for oral presentation.
· Present the Action and its activities at the Workshop on “Non-spherical particles and aggregates in turbulence”, (Lecce, June 6-9, 2012). The MC approved the Chair’s proposal to organize the Workshop jointly with COST Action MP0806.
· Organize a focus session on fiber suspension flows at 2012 APS-DFD Meeting (San Diego, November 20-22, 2012). The Chair informed the MC that he will attend the Meeting anyway (and using personal funds: no cost will be charged to the Action’s budget) and that he will submit a proposal to the APS/DFD Program Committee.
· Advertise the Action’s activities (STSMs in particular) through web portals offering free dissemination services and useful information to international students and researchers. For Italy, this has already been done through web portal http://www.welcomeoffice.fvg.it/
10. Request for new members
The Chair informed the MC that, since the last MC meeting (Nancy, 14 October 2011) one COST country (Israel) has joined the Action, and two COST countries (Denmark, Estonia) have manifested an interest to join the Action, but have not yet contacted the CNC to become MC members. The Chair will make further inquiries to check the actual interest in joining.
The Chair also informed the MC that two new MC substitutes have been elected since the last MC meeting: Rene Eckhar (AT) and Paul Krochak (SE).
11. Promotion of gender balance and of Early Stage Researchers (ESR)
The Chair informed the MC that the percentage of female participants is 14%, whereas the percentage of ESR is 41%. The MC agrees that further efforts should be taken to increase the percentage of female participants aiming at 20%.
12.  Non-COST country participations 

The Chair informed the MC that:

· the application of UC Davis (USA), ref. Bob Powell, is now completed.

· a new application by Wesleyan Univ. (USA), ref. Greg Voth, has been received.

After presentation of the institution and its representative made by the Chair, and upon evaluation of benefits for COST, for the COST Action, and for the Non-COST Country Institution, the MC approved the application.
13. Action website
13.1 Report on current state (C. Marchioli)

The Chair informed the MC that the Action's website is now up and fully running online at the link www.fp1005.cism.it.

13.2 Discussion on further development and content

The Chair showed briefly the website’s content. The website will be updated continuously with useful information such as publications, scientific achievements, job opportunities, etc. The Chair has taken the responsibility to manage the website.
